At CRKM, we utilize volunteer leaders to connect with
the children. We facilitate genuine relationships with
the kids and their families to learn more about them
and seek out opportunities to share Christ. Executive
Director, Tyrone McMorris, sat down with Becky, one of
our Thursday night volunteers, to find out how she sees
this in action:

Q. How long have you been a volunteer?
A. I just finished my third year.

Q. How have you seen club help children grow in faith,
education & behavior?
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hundreds of other children and youth from the local
Foursquare Churches. Each day they gather for AM/PM
Chapel, a time to worship Jesus and hear lessons from the
Bible taught by many wonderful Foursquare

pastors. Kids camp is July 22-26; Jr. High Camp is Aug. 5-
10; and High School camp is Aug. 12-17.

Few of these children are able to pay the full camp cost of
$240. After the kids pay $20-$40 to attend, the remain-
der of the cost is subsidized by our church partners and
volunteers. This summer we have 8 children and 10 youth
going to camp.

Our prayer is that our students will have the best week of
their lives in an environment as conducive as possible to

meet with God, build friendships with other students and
develop a passion to live out what they have learned.

A. Most seem to have a very good understanding of who Jesus is,
His relationship to God, what happened while he was on earth
and why he died.

Q. What would you say to someone who was interested in
serving at CRKM?

A.  Serving here just feels good. I feel joy in watching the kids
sing worship songs, hearing their thoughts about life and
hoping that it makes a lasting difference in their lives.
